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Career takes off

AT the age of just 21, Jeremy Dawes is
reaching unexpected heights in the
business world.

While he works towards making his
business self-supporting, Jeremy is
putting on hold the Bachelor of Sci-
ence (Aviation) degree of which he
has completed one year at the Univer-
sity of Newcastle. He will, however,
continue to work towards obtaining
his private pilot’s licence.

‘That’s a personal ambition, but I
want to see web design become my
primary focus as a career goal.’
